Definitions:

J   refers to JCAHO or Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations which sets performance standards for hospitals, etc.  A J-hospital is a hospital certified by JCAHO; a J-Psych.  Unit is one certified by JCAHO, etc.  See the link below.

CAH   is a Critical Access Hospital which must meet the following requirements.

· Be located in a rural area more than 35 miles from another short-term general hospital or CAH (in mountainous terrain or in areas with only secondary roads available, the mileage criterion is 15 miles), or must be certified by the state as being a necessary provider of health care services to residents in the area (Health Professional Shortage Area [HPSA]) or a Medically Underserved Area (MUA).

· Provide 24-hour emergency services

· Have an annual average per-person length-of-stay of 96 hours or less.

· Be limited in size to 15 acute beds.  An additional 10 beds may be set up to be used for skilled nursing facility (SNF) – level care (swing beds).  While all 25 beds can be used as swing beds, only 15 of the 25 can be used for acute care.

· Have an agreement for credentialing and quality assurance with its network hospital (if a member of a hospital network), or with a Peer Review Organization (PRO) or equivalent entity, or with another appropriate and qualified entity identified in the rural health care plan for the State.
